
 
 
 
 

Stratford-upon-Avon Antiques Market 
 
Following the success of the Northampton Market held on the second Saturday of each 
month, Antiques2Go have now been asked to run a second outdoor Saturday Antiques 
& Collectors’ Market at Stratford-upon-Avon on the fourth Saturday of each month. 
 
Set in the centre of this historic Shakespeare Town we have the perfect setting for the 
antiques at the well established Rother Street outdoor market. 
 
Stratford attracts a wealth of tourists who are visiting the Shakespeare sites and the 
town is busy at any time of the year but particularly so in the summer months. 
 
 
Visiting the Market 
 
From the main park by the River Avon follow the High Street towards the Railway Station 
and Rother Street can be found about half way between the two.  All stalls have covers 
so that you won’t get wet whilst browsing (as long as you are quick between the stalls!) 
and there are a wide variety of antique and collectable items on offer – from pocket and 
suitcase souvenirs for visitors to practical and unusual gift items for locals. 
 
 
Booking a Stall 
 
There will be a maximum of 30 stalls on a first come first served basis.  Stalls are 10’ 
wide by 8’ deep and come with an optional 10’ wide x 4’ deep fixed table.  The roof 
covers are wider to provide protection for customers, and there is space to sit behind 
and a back cover for protection.  The stalls look like this but with back covers.  You will 
need to bring your own chairs.   
 
You can load and un-load as near to your stall as parking allows and all day parking is 3-
5 minutes away at £3 all day or 5-6 minutes away FREE all day.  You can set up from 7 
am and the market closes at 4 pm and vehicles can then be returned for loading. 
 
Stalls cost £25 per day and must be booked and paid for in advance.  All traders MUST 
have public liability insurance which can be obtained from the National Market Traders 
Federation and other insurers – costs vary.
